            ñWhen the fullness of time had come, 
             God sent his Son, 
             born of a woman, born under the law, 
             to ransom those under the law, 
             so that we might receive adoption as sons. 
             As proof that you are sons, 
             God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, 
             crying out ñAbba Father!ò 
             So you are no longer a slave to the law 
              but a son, and if a son 
              then also an heir, through God.ò 
    (Gal. 4:4 -7) 
 

Jesus came to destroy the Law? 
 

This week-end we are faced with St. Paul talking about the weight 
of living under “The Law”. 
Let’s not use 21st Century details to read St. Paul’s 1st Century 
use of terms. Law and legal are our modern words that come from 
the ancient Latin use of the “to write” (legare). 
Paul is talking about the heavy burden of obedience to God as 
demanded in the list of commands (the Mishna, a set of teachings 
of the rabbis, sort of like our Catechism). 
The commandment to keep Shabbat, or the Second Command-
ment, as a day of rest is repeated many times in the Tanakh, the 
Hebrew Bible. Its importance is also stressed in Exodus 31:12-17. 
Since, St. Paul is a Pharisee, he knows these 39 melakhot 
(forbidden work categories in the Jewish Law) which avoid the 10 
Commandments and deal with physical activities and dietary prac-
tices. These laws have harsh punishments, even death, when 
they have nothing to do with sin as we know it and virtuous living 
(morality). 
So…..living under the “Law” of the Jewish religion of his day was 
not a rule commanded by God but, a set of restrictions set down 
by rabbis and teachers of the Jewish Bible. (Remember! Jesus 
and his followers were all good Jews!)  
Now, today, the Catholic Church teaches how to live the teach-
ings of Jesus in our Catechism. This is not the same as the 
Mishnah! 
In fact, the Catechism uses the Bible to back up every explanation 
of moral and virtuous living that should be the goal of a faithful 
Christian. 
 

The Catholic Church teaches what Christ taught in order to con-
tinue (not change) the mission of Jesus after his Ascension to 
heaven. 
The mission of The Church is the same as the mission of Jesus! 
 

St. Paul wants the Galatians and us to abandon our legalistic criti-
cism of each other, like the Jews of his day, and to use Jesus 
teachings of love to judge our own actions instead of the actions 
of others. 
 

Jesus doesn’t come to destroy the Law but, correct the distrac-
tions taught by the religious leaders of his day. Love one another 
is God’s law to Moses and the Jews. What was taught was social 
conventions not love of neighbor. Something tells me that today 
we may judge again not by the teachings of the Church (and also 
Jesus) but, by social conventions. Have we learned what Paul 
was teaching the Galatians?
