EVANGELIZATION BEGINS WITH ME

“Oh, | am spiritual not religious!”

This tired old phrase is the line that is supposed to end the annoying
discussion of why you are not a practicing Catholic. However, | am
reminded of a seminary professor who answered this slogan with:
“Well, the devil is very spiritual and not religious. | would not want to be
in his company!”

Actually, to be spiritual is not to be independent of God but to be obe-
dient to the author of the spiritual life. That means, if you want to be
sgi riiéal ou are of the same spirit as Christ. Christ was obedient to his

(atl 10 commandments and more!) even to offer his life on the
cross. Since God is “Spirit and Light”. Jesus offers us to worship in the
spirit, since that is the realm of heaven and the Trinity.

Since God is the perfection of Love, Spirit and Truth — the worship of

You can now see that what we call “Religion”, is the worship of God as
one community — one people — one body of the church.

Religion is when the Body of Christ is one, in those who worship him.

To worship Jesus as he commanded us, is religion of one people:
1. Inthe 10 Commandments. #1 and #3
2. John 17:21

Religion is not a personal choice. It is the acknowledgement of God as
real and transcendent, bringing his creation to the fullness of unity.
We worship as a Church. We can Pray alone. But, worship is a group
activity.

Therefore, Religion is a group activity.
Spirituality is faith that puts Jesus first, and in Community.

Can you see how a person can not be spiritual alone (and not reli-
gious).

If you are not religious, you are not spiritual.

We are connected in the spirit and our God came to reveal that truth
so that we could come together and worship in true religion.

The religion of God is the Catholic Church (started by Jesus Christ).
The spirit of our nature is in God and connects us to each other.

“Oh, | am spiritual not religious!” This makes no sense and is a contra-
diction of ideas. The “great liar” (Satan himself) is the author of this
deception. Don't fall for it! It makes no sense!
