  Hear To Serve    It’s Your Turn 

It was Sunday morning after Mass and Mom was 
cooking breakfast for her two boys, Tim and Pat-
rick.  She was making pancakes, eggs, and ba-
con.  Well, the boys ate like there was no tomor-
row. Then, it was down to one last pancake.  

Well, both Tim and Patrick wanted it.  They began to argue 
about it when mom stepped in.  Mom said, “Boys, we were just 
at Mass, didn’t you listen to the homily?  What would Jesus do 
in a situation like this?”  After several thoughtful moments, Tim 
grabbed the last pancake and said to Patrick, “It’s your turn to 
be Jesus today.”  
The question was asked of the Disciples by Jesus, “Who do 
people say I am?”  Jesus got all kinds of answers, John the 
Baptist, Elijah, Jeremiah, and some prophet or the other.  But 
Peter got it right the first time.  “You are the Christ, the Son of 
the Living God.”  We all know who Jesus is and what He lives 
for.  But when we answer Jesus’s question we have to also ask 
some other important questions.  “Who am I?  Who am I in rela-
tionship to Jesus?  Am I a true follower of Jesus Christ”?  Jesus 
built His Church upon the rock of Peter.  Through our Baptism, 
we are all members of the Church, and we are the Body of 
Christ.  But do we live out that role?  Have we grown up to be 
the living presence of Christ to all that we meet? 
Jesus told his Disciples to tell no one that He is the Christ.  Je-
sus doesn’t want us to just go around just telling everyone He is 
the Christ. Words without actions are meaningless.  No, by our 
Baptism, by the Sacraments, we are brothers and sisters of Je-
sus. He wants us to be His presence in the world today.  Jesus 
just doesn’t want us to talk about Him; Jesus wants us to live 
just as He did.   
Every time we gather together as an assembly on Sunday 
morning to give praise and thanks to God we are keeping the 
living presence of Christ alive. We have to go beyond the con-
fines of these four walls we call church.  We must first take the 
Body of Christ back to our homes, the Domestic Church, to be a 
living presence for our families.  We can then become the pres-
ence of Christ to our neighbors by giving an encouraging word, 
showing mercy, and by forgiving.   When we volunteer to help 
our parishes in need, we are keeping the Body of Christ alive. 
When we support our Catholic institutions we are keeping the 
Body of Christ alive in the world.    We can then reach out to the 
wider world by feeding the hungry and clothing the naked and 
praying for all those in need.   
Don’t be caught by surprise like young Patrick was. He found 
out the hard way that we have to suffer to live like Jesus.   Je-
sus warned the Apostles, and He warns us.  Yes, it will hurt to 
pick up our cross and follow Him.  Yes, we must make sacri-
fices to become the living presence of Christ to those around us 
in the world.  We will not always get the last pancake in life. 
Is it your turn to be Jesus today?
