Thoughts for Today’s Readings

To the Point: The transfiguration of Jesus is a

momentary glimpse for the apostles into a
greater reality — the dazzling divinity of Jesus in conversation
with Moses and Elijah, signifying the Law and the Prophets.
While the beginning of the Father’s interruption echoes the
announcement heard at the baptism of Jesus, there is a new
addition at the end: “listen to him.” Sometimes, as in this
gospel episode, God’s voice is this clearly heard; at others,
it'’s more difficult to discern. When we hear the voice of God,
whether in the Scriptures, the timely advice of a trusted
friend, or a quiet nudge from the silence, are we willing to
listen or to follow where it leads? While the transfiguration is
a major revelation of Jesus’ true nature, Jesus rarely if ever
performs a miracle for its own sake. In this moment, Jesus’
own transfiguration reveals him as the true Word of God, the
fulfillment of the Law and the Prophets. If we listen to Jesus,
he can transfigure us into his own brothers and sisters,
children of God, that we too may shine like the sun.

To Experience: Lent can seem like a time of deprivation and
austerity, and in one sense, itis. Lent centers on the practice
of fasting, among others. However, fasting is not something
we do for its own sake. In place of the smaller things we give
up, we can recognize the greater generosity of God instead,
who desires to fill our hearts with good things.

1. The apostles are initially afraid of the transfigured
Jesus. Have you ever been afraid of God’s presence
in your life? Why?

2. The Second Letter to Timothy encourages us to bear
hardship for the gospel, knowing that God will offer us
his strength. Where has God shown help to you in this
first week of Lent?

Sacred Season of Lent
Dear Friends,

The season of Lent is considered Sacred because it is a 40-
day period of prayer, fasting, and repentance that prepares
us for the grand celebration of Easter, commemorating the
resurrection of Jesus Christ.

It reflects the 40 days Jesus spent fasting in the wilderness,
symbolizing spiritual reflection, sacrifice, and renewal.

What do we need to do in this Sacred Season?

1. We need to purify and renew our lives during the
period of Lent by repentance, which means
expressing sorrow for sins by turning away from
occasions of sin and making a right turn to God.

We need to express our repentance by becoming
reconciled with God daily, by asking for forgiveness
from those whom we have offended and by giving
unconditional forgiveness.

2. We need to offer prayerful fasting and acts of
penance for our sins, following the example of Jesus
before his public ministry.

Fasting reduces our “spiritual obesity” or the
excessive accumulation of “fat”in our soul in the
form of evil tendencies, evil habits, and evil
addictions.

Fasting also gives us additional moral and spiritual
strength and encourages us to share our blessings
with the needy. It offers us more time to be with God
in prayer. It encourages us to share our food and
goods with the needy.

Fasting also makes our minds clearer and more
receptive to receiving the sacred nourishment of
God’s Word in Scripture and in Holy Eucharist.

The Season invites us to experience the Sacredness in our
lives. Let us prepare ourselves...

Saint Highlight: St. Katharine Drexel
Feast Day: March 3

If your father is an international banker and you ride in a private railroad car, you are not likely to be drawn into a life of
voluntary poverty. But if your mother opens your home to the poor three days each week and your father spends half an hour
each evening in prayer, it is not impossible that you will devote your life to the poor and give away millions of dollars. Katharine
Drexel did that.

Born in Philadelphia in 1858, she had an excellent education and traveled widely. As a rich girl, Katharine also had a
grand debut into society. But when she nursed her stepmother through a three-year terminal iliness, she saw that all the Drexel
money could not buy safety from pain or death, and her life took a profound turn.

Saint Katharine Drexel had always been interested in the plight of the Indians, having been appalled by what she read in
Helen Hunt Jackson’s A Century of Dishonor. While on a European tour, she met Pope Leo Xlll and asked him to send more
missionaries to Wyoming for her friend Bishop James O’Connor. The pope replied, “Why don’t you become a missionary?” His
answer shocked her into considering new possibilities.

Back home, Katharine visited the Dakotas, met the Sioux leader Red Cloud and began her systematic aid to Indian
missions.

Saint Katharine Drexel could easily have married. But after much discussion with Bishop O’Connor, she wrote in 1889,
“The feast of Saint Joseph brought me the grace to give the remainder of my life to the Indians and the Colored.” Newspaper
headlines screamed “Gives Up Seven Million!”

After three and a half years of training, Mother Drexel and her first band of nuns—Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament for
Indians and Colored—opened a boarding school in Santa Fe. A string of foundations followed. By 1942, she had a system of
black Catholic schools in 13 states, plus 40 mission centers and 23 rural schools. Segregationists harassed her work, even
burning a school in Pennsylvania. In all, she established 50 missions for Indians in 16 states.

Two saints met when Saint Katharine Drexel was advised by Mother Cabrini about the “politics” of getting her order’s
Rule approved in Rome. Her crowning achievement was the founding of Xavier University in New Orleans, the first Catholic
university in the United States for African Americans.

At 77, Mother Drexel suffered a heart attack and was forced to retire. Apparently, her life was over. But now came
almost 20 years of quiet, intense prayer from a small room overlooking the sanctuary. Small notebooks and slips of paper record
her various prayers, ceaseless aspirations, and meditations. She died at 96 and was canonized in 2000.
